The following information is to ensure that the schools and families attending Word Play have an enjoyable 
experience. 
 
Volunteers will be onsite to assist you. 
 
When you arrive on site please go to the Cloakroom located at the entrance of the State Library of 
Queensland. Please cloak your school lunch baskets and move to the first session.  
 
No bags: A Cloakroom facility is available for school lunch baskets only. Please ensure your schools’ 
basket is clearly marked with school name and contact number.   
 
There will be no cloaking facilities at GoMA, Queensland Museum South Bank or Queensland Art Gallery. 
Please allow enough time to cloak at SLQ before going to these venues. 
 
What to bring

Books 
Books will be available to purchase from the Festival Bookstore, located on Level 1, State Library of 
Queensland  
 
Book signing 
Writers will be available after each session to sign books at the book signing table, in the Knowledge Walk on 
Level, 1. 
 
Author in the Museum 
Author in the Museum takes place at Queensland Museum South Bank. Please cloak lunch baskets at the 
Cloakroom provided at the entrance to the State Library of Queensland before your session at Queensland 
Museum.

Water 
Water bubblers are situated on Level 1, and throughout the building. 
 
Toilets 
The main toilet block is situated on Level 1, with smaller blocks on each level.

There are lovely grassy areas for lunch and a run around for those children and parents/ teachers needing a 
stretch- located on the Maiwar Green (between State Library Queensland and GoMA) under the trees in front 
of the River Café at GoMA.
